| wanted to share a story of one of the
impacts the gift from the Hellene Henrickson
Fund has made over the past month [a recent
$10,000 dollar gift was shared with LSS].

Our Refugee Youth Mentorship Program
(RYMP) provides support to youth and young
adults between the ages of 15-24. One of our
participants is a 17 year old originally from
Rwanda and lived most of her life in a
refugee camp. She and her mother were
resettled in the United States when she was
14 years old. When she arrived, she began
her first year of formal education as a
freshman in high school. Her goal in going to
school is to “help
Three years later, she is not only excelling in
her studies, but has decided to become a
police officer when she is older. She enrolled
in RYMP and was matched with a female
police officer, beginning her preliminary
studies to enroll in the police academy.

When she began high school, she was new to
English and behind on almost every subject.
To catch up, she has had to take a full
summer school schedule for the past three
years. During this summer semester, her

laptop broke and she thought she would be
unable to continue. Your support and
generosity provided a brand new laptop to
her and gave her the opportunity to continue
her studies. She will now be able to finish this
semester and graduate high school on time in
the spring.
